The result was the collapse of the country’s
relatively new industrial production, a halving of per capita
income, and an ecological disaster as too many animals
began chewing too little grass.

per capita income. Many businesses indicate a labor
shortage in areas of Tennessee and the U.S. Additional
immigrants are needed to fill the demand, especially in
lower skilled occupations.

Driven by
their desire for actual reality, people consume this
false reality as if it were real. This consumption
leads to the blurred lines between what is real and

what is only a simulation of reality.
